1． For NVOCC, please send us the copy of your valid NVOCC certificate when booking. If it is failed to be provide in time, the booking will be rejected.

2. For actual cargo owner (Non-NVOCC), please collect and keep the copy of valid business certification before your booking. Once we are requested to submit such document by Shanghai Shipping Exchange (SSE), our staff will contact you to get it. If it is failed to be provide in time, we will arrange roll over and all related costs will be added to your account.
3. Contract price will only be valid 24 hours after filling with the Chinese regulatory. Please kindly follow the documentation cut-off time of each trade and submit complete and valid information timely. We will roll over the shipments with delayed information, and add all related costs to your account.
